•	 New pedestrian build-outs to South Parade 
carriageway to create safe pedestrian crossings 
points - crossings aligned with adjacent side streets 
and Ǯood wall openings.

WAVE
Wave consists of a continuous 
pre-cast concrete Ǯood wall with incorporated 
seating. The modular design maximises seating 
provision. 

Inspired by natural coastal processes and 
the movement of water the scheme would be 
embellished with patterns and textures to create 
visual interest based around the themes of water 
and sand movement.
